KANJI LIST

How to use the Kanji List for learning kanji

1. Kaniji in this list starts with No. 17 since you already learned No. 1 to 16 in Book 1. They are
mostly organized in the order of appearance in each lesson as shown below.

Lesson 1 No. 17 - 37 Lesson 7 No. 150 - 186
Lesson 2 No. 38 - 62 Lesson 8 No. 187 - 238
Lesson 3 No. 63 - 90 Lesson 9 No. 239 - 307
Lesson 4 No. 91 - 108 Lesson 10 No. 308 - 362
Lesson 5 No. 109 - 130 Lesson 11 No. 363 - 386
Lesson 6 No. 131 - 149

2. The pronunciation of each kanji is listed as it is used in the text. A new pronunciation of a
kanji already learned is added to the list as a new reading of that kanji appears in the text.

3. When a new kanji is listed even though it does not appear in the lesson text, it is also listed in
the vocabulary list on the kanji list page. You should learn the kanji word as you learn the
vocabulary list in the lesson text.

4. Most of the Kanji List pages contain a maximum of five new kanji to make the task of learning
kanji more manageable. You are encouraged to keep pace with each page when you practice
kanji.

5. Alarge number of kanji are introduced in Book 2. Many of them can be treated as reference
only. Even though you may not be able to learn all the kanji introduced in this textbook, you
will have a better understanding of various Japanese words by seeing the construction of
each word in kanji.

6. Furigana—small hiragana script—is generously added to many kanji throughout the
textbook to help you get familiarized with kanji words. You may challenge yourself how many
kanji you can correctly read without help of furigana!

7. You must learn the correct stroke order for each kanji as you practice writing. Always
refer to the stroke order instructions that you find in Let's Learn Kanji! at our Web
site, http://japanesehs.com.
