When a speaker is old enough, he or she may start using the humble terms to refer to his or her
own family members in spoken and written Japanese. High school age is a good time to learn
about the difference between the polite/honorific and the humble terms.

Note: Many adult Japanese may use honorific terms to refer to someone else’s cousins, nephews,
and nieces in their conversations; however, for high school level Japanese, the above list
gives enough information about the level of politeness regarding the use of family terms. Keep
in mind that when you use humble style, you speak in a formal manner.



Grammar: T as-T Form of the Be-verb TF

You learned how you can connect sentences by using verbs in the - T form. You can do the
same thing with the - T form of the be-verb, CJ". When a sentence predicate has a
noun/adjectival noun + T3~ construction, it can be connected to a following sentence by
changing T toits -T form, T, as shown below.
