e tell who received what from whom by correctly using a verb for to receive;

e express wants by using an adjectival expression for items wanted;

e carry on conversations on topics such as gift-giving and wish lists;

e express negation, using negative words such as nobody and nothing;

e read and write narratives in the form of short compositions and e-mails;

e use superlative expressions in various conversations by adding the word for No. 1;
and

e read and write new kanji.
