Note: &#uisan interrogative pronoun that is equivalent to the English which one. It is used when
you want to ask which one among many is the best, longest, etc. {i] can also be used for the
question. Generally speaking, use £#1 when the items in question are clear; use {if when
the items in question are not clearly presented or are too general. For instance, if you are
looking at many apples in front of you and want to ask which one is the best, use £'#1. If you
want to ask your mother what she wants most among many possible things, use 1.
