Special Study: Various put on verbs

In English, we use the verb put on for anything we put on our body whether it is a dress, shoe, glove, hat,
etc. In Japanese you must use a different verb depending on the kind of clothing you put on. IZ& £9 is
only one of them. Learn more put on verbs as shown below.

Japanese verbs for put on/wear

TEET for items such as shoes, socks, pants, etc., which are put on feet first
= F9 for items such as coats, jackets, kimonos, etc., which are put on with arms first
NS0 E£9: foritems such as hats, caps, scarves, etc., which are worn on the head
FExFET for items such as scarves or mufflers, which are worn around the neck
L %7 is also used.
TOET: for items such as gloves, mittens, rings, etc., which are worn on hands or
fingers
DT ET for eyeglasses
