Japanese response (Z\ > to a question means Yes, that is correct, and \ M. > 2. means No,
that is not correct. It does not present a problem when a question does not involve a
negative form (Example 1), but when a question is in a negative form (Example 2),
confusion may arise. Study the following examples.
