The World of Complex Sentences:

Verb Conjugation in Plain Style and Its Application

In this lesson, you will learn to

modify nouns with adjective clauses by using plain style verbs in all conjugated
forms;

read many examples of complex sentences that include adjectival clauses;

define or describe objects with noun-modifying clauses;

The World of Complex Sentences

New Challenge!

You are about to embark upon the most difficult task you have to master: to learn how to
modify a noun with a clause and create a complex sentence. Let's start.

What is a noun-modifying clause? What is a complex sentence?

First, let's review the concepts of noun-modifying clauses and complex sentences. Review the
following English sentences.

1. He lives in a house.

2. He lives in a beautiful house.

3. He lives in the house with many windows.

4. He lives in the house that his grandfather built.

In the above examples, sentence (1) has no modifier for house. In sentence (2), the house is
modified by an adjective. In sentence (3), the house is modified by a phrase as you learned in
Lesson 8. In sentence (4), the house is modified by a clause that is introduced by the relative
pronoun that. A clause that modifies a noun is called a noun-modifying clause or an adjectival
clause, and a sentence that includes such a clause is a complex sentence. (The sentences that
have a reason clause - T are also complex sentences: they have an adverbial clause and a
main clause.)

Construction of a noun modified by an adjectival clause in Japanese

There is an important difference between Japanese and English when it comes to the
construction of a noun modified by an adjectival clause:

1. In Japanese, a modifying clause precedes the noun it modifies.

2. There is no relative pronoun in Japanese.

How do you modify a noun with a noun-modifying clause in Japanese?

In informal, colloquial Japanese, you use plain style verbs to make a noun-modifying clause. You
already learned plain style verbs in non-past affirmative (dictionary form) and negative forms in
Lesson 6. So your first task in this lesson is to learn past forms of plain style verbs in both
affirmative and negative forms so that you can modify a noun in many possible ways.

There are some helpful facts about conjugating Japanese verbs in plain style.

1. Plain past affirmative is related to a verb's - T form.
2. Plain past negative is made by changing -2\ to -72 7o 7=,



Verb Conjugation in Plain Style

The verbs are listed in eight groups as they were before, and each verb is shown by the four
conjugated forms: non-past affirmative, non-past negative, past affirmative, and past negative.
The -C form is also listed for reference. After each group, examples are given to show how to
use a plain style verb in a noun-modifying (adjectival) clause.
